
Mailing Instructions
Defensive:

If you are in removal proceedings, you will be filing defensively. This means you must file your application

with EOIR, not USCIS. Follow these instructions to send your application defensively.*

1. Send your original I-589 to this address:

*You can check whether or not you are in removal proceedings at https://acis.eoir.justice.gov/en/ by entering

your A-Number if you have one (if you do not have an a-number, you are not in removal proceedings). If the

page says “No case found for this A-Number,” then you are not in removal proceedings. If the page provides

information about future court dates, you are in removal proceedings.

Affirmative:

If you are not in removal proceedings, you will be filing affirmatively. This means you will file your

application with USCIS. Follow these instructions to send your application affirmatively.

1. If you use the United States Postal Service (USPS), send the entire application to this address:
